Instructions

1. Make the pattern (top left diagram) on
the ground, with enough space to walk
between each shape.

2. Join the top of the central cross to one
of the L shapes (see bottom left diagram)

3. Continue by joining the next free end
(A) to the free end on the other side (B)

4. Now join the next free end on the right
(C) to the next free end on the left (D)

5. Continue joining the next free ends
until all the ends are used up. The result
will be the maze shown below.

This looks complicated but
it is very easy. Give it a go!
